1. Apologies  - Andrew Walkden, John Rodgers, John Mathew 
 
2. Matters Arising –

Ref. point 5.  Affordable Housing on Open Market: Although GJ had 
not had a meeting arranged she did speak to Steve Aldous of Skipton 
Building Society (SBS) regarding Shared Equity Housing– apparently 
SBS are already discussing shared equity options and undertaking some 
work on the issue – Steve looking to speak to the SBS chair re the £10 
million proposed for local housing earlier this year.  GJ will re-approach 
Steve on issue now she is back from holiday.  Dr Peter Annison (former 
Chair of the Richmondshire Local Strategic Partnership) also looking at 
similar options for the North of the National Park.  GJ to check out 
Housing Association website for any updates on issue ready for LoPRA’s 
Open Public meeting next week.   
 
Ref. point 6.  John Clark’s Field: KG reported that LP Parish Council 
(PC) would wish for John Clark’s firm written commitment giving field 
over to PC/Village or PC not willing to take on field with just a 
Gentleman’s agreement for purposes of Bowling Green (for which village 
community has shown lack of interest in at Playing Fields already) or 
Orchard – too high risk.  Another option would be to have field for 
allotments.  This would need the field to be given rather than loaned on an 
unsure basis or for there to be a legal written agreement giving over the 
land for allotments/village use for, say, a minimum of ten years at a 
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‘peppercorn’ rent.  Initially KG to approach John Clark with proposal of 
10-50 years lease of land for allotment use.   
 
Ref. Point 7.  Resurfacing of A65: PC writing back to Highways Agency 
relating to cores and CCTV drain survey with letter of complaint covering 
number of issues including short-term vision as cores show 
damage/fragmentation deeper than depth to be resurfaced, etc and 
therefore wasted public money.   
 
Ref. Point 9.  TRAMPS film show: Application to CDC for blackout 
blinds for Village Hall has been made by Village Hall Committee having 
had second quote from Skipton (twice that of Spensley’s of Settle) – LoPRA 
has made offer of £50 to help fund them.  Suggestion to show film soon 
now getting dark even if don’t get blinds straight away – possible dates 
13th/20th October.  GD to look into some film options and availability of 
TRAMPS.
